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Hon. Akaki’s visit to Apac District at the dawn of the 21st Century

On Thursday 30 December 1999 Apac District saw the official visit of Hon. Jovino Akaki, Minister of State for Tourism, Wildlife and Antiquities and Member of Parliament for Maruzi county, Apac District.  This was a poignant visit to the people of Apac at the dawn of the 21st Century, that would bring assurance and a sense of rejuvenation for the next century.  Hysteria about the year 2000 compliance had griped the community. A strong voice was needed to direct the minds of the people towards what they needed to focus on, away from the splendid though blurry, sensationalized catastrophic tales in circulation throughout the villages about Y2K.  





Appropriately the Minister chose Radio Apac 92.9 FM Dwon Alongo as the medium through which he would address the people of Apac district.   Radio Apac 92.9 FM has evolved to become an integral resource for the community and now in its sixth month successfully running, one cannot begin to imagine the community ever existing without it.  The Radio Station having become a household name throughout Apac and Lira district validates this huge success.





In a live broadcast to the community, Hon. Akaki thanked all the people involved who helped set up the Radio Station and stressed that the radio was set up to serve the community and to unite it in its goals.  He expressed a concern that certain members of the community were undermining or perhaps more accurately questioning the power of the Radio Station because the waves cannot be picked up from afar.  He was quick to call upon these people to instead value the service Radio Apac was doing.  Radio Apac was reaching all members of the community it intends and serving them well and this is what was significant.  Not the question of covering the whole of Uganda.  What matters are the community and the station being able to serve them well – “alongo” as the name “Dwon Alongo” denotes. ….”jo pe bwon radio ni ba ni pe awot abor”.  He also pointed out that he had known that some members of the community were brandishing the radio as a "liar " because of a false broadcast.  He asserted that the Radio Station couldn’t be a liar.  If it is the case that something was falsely presented, then it is the fault of the informant and not the radio station.  Therefore as a community we should all work together to serve each other well.





Hon. Akaki wished the community a prosperous he new year. Hon. Akaki  visited  the Chairman of RC 5 Apac who was recovering well after a severe motor accident at Nakasongola. He also visited Apac Hospital where he took gifts to the sick and gave them some moral encouragement and expressed his get-well wishes.
